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RULES AND REGULATIONS

Wisconsin Knights of Columbus Punt, Pass, and Kick (PP&K) Competition is open to all grade
and junior high school boys and girls, ages 8 through 12 in the State of Wisconsin. Each entrant
must be prepared to furnish legal proof of his or her age. Seven yeas olds that will reach their
eighth birthday by August 31* of the present contest year may compete. A twelve-year-old boy or
girl, who becomes thirteen on or before August 31% of the present contest year, will not be eligible.

There is no cost, nor is a purchase required of any boy or girl, parent or sponsor, to enter or
compete.

Contestants must register on official entry forms with the local council. Each entrant’s parent or
legal guardian must countersign the official entry form.

Each contestant may enter only once. Anyone who participates in more that one local competition
will be disqualified.

Contestants ages 8 through 11 will use a junior-size football for the competition;
contestants age 12 will compete with a regulation size football.

Contestants are not allowed to use a resin or any “stick-um” type substance for better grip.

SNEAKERS (TENNIS SHOES) ARE RECOMMENDED FOR ALL COMPETI-TORS. BOOTS
OR ANY FOOTBALL OR SOCCER STYLE SHOES ARE NOT PREMITTED.

Each boy or girl will compete in three categories; punting, passing and kicking (using a kicking
tee). Judges will score one point for each foot that the ball travels in the air, minus one point for
each foot the ball lands to the right or left of the center tape. When competing, a reasonable
distance for the three or four step approach will be allowed. If a contestant oversteps the starting or
“baseline”, the amount of such overstep will be subtracted from his distance and accuracy for the
event—exception, place kicking, when the contestant is allowed to step over the baseline as is
normal in a “kickoff”’. Measurements will be calculated and recorded to the lesser half foot (a kick
of 30 feet-3 inches will be scored as 30 points; a measurement of 30 feet-9 inches will be scored as
30.5 points.

No Cash prizes. Plaques or trophies may be awarded. Local level competition will be financed
entirely by the local council.

Council winners will advance to the Diocesan Level. Diocesan competition will have awards

furnished by the Wisconsin State Council. State Winners will receive awards from the Wisconsin
State Council.

The Judges have general regulation and control of competition and their decisions will be final.
The Judges will be responsible for putting the ball in play and they have the final to authority over
the ball’s position. In case of ties, tie-breaking rounds will be held to determine the winner, but
the original score of the winner (the one, which necessitated the tie-breaker,) will be recorded as
the winners official score.
