What is a Parish Round Table?

“…the Knights of Columbus Round Table initiative provides the opportunity for 
brother Knights to support their parishes with the programs [or projects] their pastors 
deem necessary… [as long as these programs do] not interfere with any existing or 
contemplated parish [or council] program or group….”*

*A Knights of Columbus Presence in Every Parish “The Parish Round Table” (#2632)

A Knight of Columbus Supreme Program for parishes or mission churches which are 
either not represented by a council or the council is not based there, yet there are 
members of the parish or mission church who also belong to the K of C.
(For example, councils that represent more than one parish, either as a parish-based 
council or non parish-based council.)

What is the charge of a Parish Round Table?

Examples of programs [or projects]:
•Serving in Liturgical Roles
•Performing Maintenance Projects
•Parish Fund Raising
•Youth Work



How is a Parish Round Table Established?

Council establishes a Membership Census.
•Find out what parishes are represented in the council.

Contact the pastor of the parish (or mission church) to discuss the Round Table 
Program.

• “Father, what can the Knights of this parish do to help?”
•Bring a copy of Round Table brochure (#2632) and a list of Knights who are 
parish members.

If Pastor is not receptive,
•Accept his decision.
•Communicate that the offer remains, if circumstances change

If Pastor is receptive,
•Appoint/select a Round Table coordinator (with input from the Pastor).

Make similar arrangements with the next Parish (or mission church).

Fill out and submit Form #2629.

Announce the formation of the Round Table in council newsletter and parish bulletin 
along with the name of the coordinator. If desired, Round Table can be named.

How does a Parish Round Table Operate?

There are no elected officers.
•The coordinator is the designated leader.

No regular meetings are held.

The Round Table collects no dues.

The coordinator should visit with the Pastor regularly (~monthly).
•The Round Table should lighten not add to the workload of the Pastor.

For projects requiring more assistance than the members of the Round Table can 
provide, the coordinator can solicit help from the council.

All funds raised by the Round Table are kept by the sponsoring council.
•All expenditures by the Round Table must be approved by the council.

If the Pastor desires a change of coordinator, or if the coordinator resigns, the 
Pastor selects a new coordinator and the council Grand Knight makes the 
appointment.

If there is a change of pastor, Grand Knight and coordinator explain the program 
and seek the new pastor’s support.

It can assist councils in recruiting new Members and ultimately it can serve as a 
catalyst in forming a new council.

The establishment of a Parish Round Table fulfills all the Church Activity 
requirements for the Supreme K of C sponsored Columbian Award Application 
Form (#SP-7).

A Parish Round Table satisfies the Church Activity 
requirements for the State of Wisconsin Knights of 
Columbus sponsored Complete Council Award.

The most outstanding Parish Round Table (as 
determined by the State Round Table Coordinator) will 
be recognized at the Wisconsin State Knights of 
Columbus Convention in the spring of each fraternal 
year.
